TO TRUE PANAFRICANS EVERYWHERE
100 ACRES OF LAND PER FAMILY: A Demand for Reparations Due to All  Black Loyalist Descendants
THE MATTER
We must first begin this appeal with a profound apology, since it is long overdue; very long indeed! In terms of history, it is 225 years late. In terms of our own involvement, it is 47 years in the making. For, it was in the spring of 1973, while preparing to be interviewed for the position of Cultural & Educational Animator with the Black United Front of Nova Scotia, Canada, that we first became fully cognizant of the issue; its effrontery, its callous intransigence, its insidiousness ramifications. We refer solely, precisely and exclusively to the land grants doled out, or not, to the Black United Empire Loyalists upon their arrival in Nova Scotia, Canada in the spring of 1783.  
THE HEART OF THE MATTER
Haunted by the voices of a great many African Canadians who have resided in Nova Scotia since 1973, a preponderance of whom are no longer with us, we find ourselves in a position of having to jettison these persistent ruminations or succumb to undeniable insanity. Many of these voices belong to descendants of the Black Loyalists. A good number belong to other African Canadians who, by virtue of their residence in the same socio-psychological terrain, could not help but partake of this most diabolical of cultural legacies: a legacy which offered the perverse choice of freezing to death in the Canadian winter or clinging for dear life on a cliff ledge named abject marginality. Hobson must have been cheering in hell.
CONCRETE ACTION

It is for this reason that we have penned the accompanying letter to Justin P. J. Trudeau, the Prime Minister and pre-eminent Public Servant of Canada. ( “Cometh the time, cometh the man”. It is fortuitous that his illustrious father, Pierre Elliott Trudeau, proclaimed that “Canada must be a just society” in 1968 to unanimous electoral consent. He demonstrated that his commitment was no less visceral as it was intellectual, upon the naming of his first born son just 3 years later. It shouldn’t be lost on anyone that this occurred on the birthday of the Prince of Peace: a triple coincidence which dramatically underscored the preeminence of “justice” as the foundational principle of human coexistence. 1. Those of you who are descended from the Black Loyalists must provide the necessary genealogical documentation to authenticate your claims. A good starting point is the Black Loyalist Heritage Centre (reception@blackloyalist.com) or the Nova Scotia Public Archives (archives@novascotia.ca).
2. All true panafricans, whether Black Loyalist or not, must bring pressures to bear on any and all authorities who are implicated in this issue, wherever they are. (This is strictly not a black or white issue but simply one of right or wrong! However, God’s help is contingent upon self help).
3. Those among you who have skills to offer the Black Loyalist Descendants in their claim for justice, for material restitution, for existential authenticity, are asked to volunteer your talents. We ourselves always thought in terms of the chimneys on the Wigan row-houses of the 1960’s, since the material in question would more than likely be not only hidden from view but incinerated to boot. Simply put, the etiquette of apology presupposes one of contrition, itself based on a stature of moral responsibility. Pleading for this gesture after 225 years is, quite frankly, demeaning).  AS FOR BLACK LOYALIST REPARATIONS, WE FEEL COMPELLED TO BORROW THE WORDS OF ANOTHER FRIEND, THE ERUDITE ROBERT UPSHAW OF HALIFAX, NOVA SCOTIA, CANADA, WHOSE MASTERY OF THE QUEEN'S ENGLISH IS AS IMPRESSIVE AS HIS FACILITY WITH EBONICS,  "WE ARE MAD AS HELL AND WE AIN'T GONNA TAKE IT NO MORE!" 

In the spring of 1783, the United Empire Loyalists landed, landed in Shelburne, Nova Scotia, Canada and were treated thus:

1. Each white family was granted 100 acres of useful land.
2. Half of the Black families received 10 useless acres, each.
3. The other half received no land at all.
This diabolical welcome mat laid the ground work for a crippling marginality which, after 225 years, has become so interwoven into the psychosocial fabric of our existence that most of us, on both sides of the chromatic divide, now accept it as our cultural heritage.  Various attempts at redress over the years have met with that telling mind-over-matter hint of a grin: really a mask named "You can petition all you want, demonstrate all you want, we don't mind 'cause you don't matter." It is high time to end this charade! It is time to go beyond demonstrating to simply demanding the delivery of that which rightly belongs to us. 

This is not a begging situation, Mr. Prime Minister. It is not an asking situation. It is not a telling situation. It is most assuredly, a demanding imperative!  Mark us well! We are not above begging or asking or telling, if the situation warrants such a posture. But, when others help themselves to that which is rightly yours, and meet your repeated requests to be made whole with wanton intransigence, and you do anything less than righteously demand your property; you would be nothing but a moral imbecile. In plain language Mr. Prime Minister, we have had enough of not having enough because others are squatting on more than enough of what is truly ours. Yes, squatting on what was paid-for-with-our-Ancestors’-blood and looking down on us for not having enough. Enough is enough, Mr. Prime Minister, enough is enough! So, put your heads together (your cabinet, the Nova Scotia government, the British government) do the maths and pay up! The arithmetic is uncomplicated: the value of 100 acres of good Nova Scotia land + lost opportunity + pain + suffering + consequential deaths, many deaths + punitive damages to forestall a repetition of such heinous crimes ever again. Total these up. Have it authenticated by our hand-picked representatives of all affected descendants. Then pay up! We are not begging, Mr. Prime Minister. We are not asking. We are not telling. We are demanding!.
